The upcoming 2016 Synod convention is going to address the issue of Licensed Lay Deacons
in our church - something that is important to us in ministry in the Northwest District. The

Convention Workbook printed 50 separate overtures on the topic, but this is a bit misleading.

A number of overtures were grouped together. The actual number (by my count) is actually

114, with 91 of these supporting the continuing use of Licensed Lay Deacons in our Synod.

This points to a serious division in our church body, one which suggests there is a need for a

deeper and more thorough conversation about the theological foundation for ministry in our

church.

In an effort to promote fraternal conversation and a decision that is based on good information
and a solid theological basis, we have established a new website to serve as a repository for
